This pair of molded vases were purchased from a sale of items from Syon Park, the Duke of  Northumberland's
London house.  Although cataloged as Pennington's Liverpool, they were recognized as Isleworth porcelain by
the London dealer Roderick Jellicoe.  The vases are printed with Isleworth's version of the Gilliflower pattern
and subsidiary prints of moths and flowers. There is a painted 4 mark to the underside
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
